b. ColorTex Wall Coatings, Inc.; “UltraFlek Overlay Finish” 

c. Triarch, Inc.; “Plastek Smooth Sand” 

2. Miscellaneous Materials:  Surface patching compounds and other materials necessary 

for application of finish system shall be of high quality and compatible with coating 

system. 

PART 3 - EXECUTION 

3.1 EXAMINATION 

A. Examine substrates, areas, and conditions, with Applicator present, for compliance with 

requirements and conditions affecting performance of coatings.

Dear Mayor Brittain, 

Please find attached our proposal in the amount of one-hundred fifty-six thousand, three-
hundred fourty-four and 00/100 dollars ($156,344.00), in response to project PCO-051, 
which was issued to address the final cost and time impacts associated with all of the 
micropile overages on the project.  A time extension of seventy-seven (77) calendar-
days is also requested for the associated delays to the project’s Critical Path.  

In order to provide the Owner (Hamblen County) and those reviewing this change order 
request with a general understanding of the micropile installation process, a brief 
explanation for this project is outlined below:   

After each micropile location is located by surveying, the micropile drill rigs (see above 
photo, left side) drill, or auger, the micropile casings into the soil.  As the drilled holes 
progress deeper, additional sections of threaded casings are added to the previous 
casing, and the process is repeated.  By design, this particular project contemplated that 
each micropile should be drilled into a continuous 10-foot section of competent rock, and 
the engagement between this 10-foot length of the micropile into the competent rock is 
commonly referred to as the “rock socket”.  When the above process is continued until 
the rock socket is achieved, then the micropile casing is grouted.  This grouting process, 
which is indicated above, in the right-hand photo, must be continuous in order to flush 
out any mud, drilling water or other debris that may otherwise contaminate the inside of 
the micropile casing.  In order to ensure that the micropile and its casing are fully 
engaged with the rock socket, the casing is “plunged” after the mud and other debris are 
flushed with grout, meaning it is raised up by the drill rig then lowered back down to the

bottom of the rock socket.  This process ensures that the grout fully fills the annular 
space between the outside of the micropile casing and the inside surface of the rock 
sockets. 

With the general process of micropile installation now understood, the following section 
provides Hamblen County with the following:   

1. A timeline of the commencement of micropile installation on the project,
2. Documentation of Blaine’s early concerns associated with quantity overruns and
3. Evidence that Blaine’s concerns were conveyed to the Owner in a timely and

repeated manner.

Blaine Construction Corporation (Blaine) mobilized its micropile subcontractor, Redstone 
International (Redstone), to the project in mid-February, 2022, with the first required on-
site tasks being the installation and testing of two (2) sacrificial test micropiles.  These 
test micropiles were a specified requirement which, after the test data was submitted to 
the Engineer of Record (EOR), allowed Moseley Architects and GEOServices, LLC to 
verify the design of the micropile and foundation system.  This process of testing the 
micropiles, submitting the data, and the EOR’s review and approval of the test data, 
which was a known requirement, took approximately 1-month, and Redstone was 
released to commence “production” micropile installation on March 7, 2022. 

Within three weeks of commencing installation and grouting of the micropiles on the 
project, both Blaine and Redstone became concerned about not only the micropile 
length overruns, but also the quantities of grout being required to complete the 
micropiles.  Neither Blaine nor Redstone had the ability to control these overruns, as the 
contract documents dictate the process of installing, grouting and completing any given 
micropile.  The EOR did not have the ability to dictate the installed quantities, either, as 
the subsurface conditions associated with the area’s karst geology are extremely 
variable. 

Blaine initially expressed its concerns regarding the micropile length and grout overruns 
to the Owner on April 1, 2022.  In this notification, Blaine noted the that the early quantity 
trends, “if continued through the duration of the micropile installation, would have 
significant cost and time impacts to the project.”  Blaine also committed to providing the 
project team with updated micropile quantity logs on a weekly basis that that all parties 
would remain informed. 

Over the next two months, Blaine and Redstone remained concerned and continued to 
provide the project team with weekly quantity updates.  Then, on June 15, 2022, Blaine 
issued Hamblen County another notification.  In this notification, Blaine also provided the 
team with a Rough Order of Magnitude (ROM) of the potential costs associated with not 
only the quantity overruns, but also the potential costs that would be associated the 
associated time delay and Blaine’s extended general conditions costs associated with 
this time delay.  In this correspondence, Blaine also requested that Hamblen County 
issue a change order to cover at least the cost of imminent micropile length and grout 
overruns.  Moseley Architects and Hamblen County promptly responded to Blaine’s 
change order request with their issuance of Change Order #5, which covered the direct 
costs associated with the additional micropile length and grout volume through the end 
of June, 2022.
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The scope of work description of Change Order #5 was for “Micro-Pile Added Materials” 
and Blaine initially marked through several portions of this change order, in efforts to 
reserve Blaine’s rights to the additional time impacts and costs for same.  Finally, on July 
26, 2022, Blaine issued a letter to clarify its position that Change Order #5 was for only 
the direct costs associated with the to-date (as of June 30, 2022) micropile quantity 
overruns and that we had “duly informed all parties of the time and cost impacts 
associated with the additional scope and reserve(d) (Blaine’s) rights to be compensated 
for both when the full impacts can be determined.” 

Moseley Architects and Hamblen County also later obliged Blaine’s request to issue 
another interim change order to cover additional direct costs associated with micropile 
length and grout overruns by issuance of Change Order #6. 

All previous notifications of Blaine’s concerns related to micropile quantity overruns, time 
delays and cost impacts resulting from same are included herein as Exhibit 1 to PCO-
051. 

The remainder of this narrative will focus to address the cost / commercial aspects of 
PCO-051 and the recently issued PCO-059.  In order to facilitate the review of this 
change order request, we have segregated the proposal into three (3) discrete pricing 
sections, as summarized below: 

1. Final cost reconciliation for the as-installed micropile and grout quantities on the
project, (the reconciliation costs for this have been removed from this proposal
and are now included in PCO-059)

2. Cost of corrective actions due to unanticipated subsurface obstructions (these
costs have been removed from this proposal and are now included in PCO-059)
and

3. Cost associated with the time delays as a result of micropile overruns.
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The listing on the previous page generally categorizes the components of the change 
order request, while detailed explanations and basis of entitlement for each are provided 
as follows: 

1. Final cost reconciliation for the as-installed micropile and grout quantities, in
PCO-059:

Addendum #4, dated October 11, 2021, instructed all bidders as to the quantity and 
length of each micropile involved with this project.  Additionally, this addendum provided 
bidders with the quantity of grout to consider in their bids.  Below is an excerpt from this 
addendum, with the pertinent information highlighted: 

The Contract Agreement’s provisions as to how overruns (and underruns) are addressed 
occur in Section 4.4 – Unit Prices and are noted below: 
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Line items “1A” through “2D”, which are the first six (6) line items on Blaine’s PCO-051 
Breakdown Form account for the final, as-installed quantities for both micropile length 
and grout volume using the Contract-established unit prices for each.  This PCO 
Breakdown form is located directly behind this narrative. 

It should be noted that previous Change Orders #5 and #6, both issued to cover the 
additional direct material costs for overruns, are provided as deductive credits in Line 
items “1A” and “1B”, which eliminates any inadvertent “doubling up” of previously 
approved or paid amounts. 

PCO-051, Exhibit 2, which is attached, includes the final Micropile Log representing the 
final, as-installed quantities, along with copies of previous Change Orders #5 and #6. 

2. Cost of corrective actions due to unanticipated subsurface obstructions, in
PCO-059:

This component is reflected as Line Item “3” on Blaine’s PCO-051 Breakdown Form and 
reflects the actual final cost associated with drilled-but-abandoned and grouted piles due 
to subsurface obstructions.  As mentioned previously, the karst geology of the area is 
extremely variable, containing voids, rock pinnacles, near vertical shear rock faces, etc. 
Throughout Redstone’s performance period on the project there were several instances 
where, at the design location of a micropile, the subsurface contained near vertical rock 
faces.  When drilling, or attempting to drill, into these shear rock faces in efforts to 
achieve the required rock socket, the drill bit and tooling tends to “glance off” the rock 
face and begin to drill/advance at a slight angle.  As the depth of the cased hole 
progresses further down this shear rock face, the drill rig, tooling and casing “bind”, with 
the end result being either broken casings, broken tooling or the inability to further 
advance the micropile in order to achieve the necessary rock socket.  The end result of 
this/these situations is to issue a Request for Information (RFI) to the EOR to confirm it 
is acceptable to offset or relocate the micropile from its designed location in attempts to 
avoid this subsurface obstruction.  When the relocation is deemed acceptable by the 
EOR, the partially installed, now abandoned micropile is filled with grout and then re-
installation at the new location is attempted. 

Of the six-hundred twenty-two (622) total micropiles installed on this project, subsurface 
conditions or obstructions occurred at fourteen (14) locations, which is approximately 
2.25%, or slightly more than one out of every fifty micropiles. 

Per the Drilled Micropiles specification 316333, Paragraph 1.8.A, these instances are 
compensable as extra work.  This paragraph from the specifications is noted below: 
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PCO-051, Exhibit 3, also attached, includes this page of the specifications, Redstone’s 
quotation and breakdown for these additional costs and also the RFI’s / responses as 
these instances of subsurface obstructions were encountered and addressed. 
 
3. Cost associated with the time delays as a result of micropile overruns, this 

PCO-051, Revision 1: 
 
As noted on Line Item “4” of Blaine’s PCO-051 Breakdown Form, this is the primary 
component of this change order request, and it is the cost associated with an eleven (11) 
week, or seventy-seven (77) calendar-day, slip to the overall project end date. 
 
The project’s Critical Path is, simply stated, the longest sequence of logically dependent 
tasks that must all be completed in order to complete a particular project.  From a 
schedule analysis perspective, in order for a delay to a feature of work to result in a 
delay to an overall project completion date, the delayed feature of work must be on the 
project’s Critical Path.    
 
As it relates to this project, the Critical Path was, and currently is, simply shown as 
follows: 
 

Micropiles  Mat Foundation  Basement Walls  Structure  Precast 
Between Detention & Justice Center  Justice Center Construction 

 
The project’s Critical Path at the time of Redstone’s mobilization for installation of the 
test micropiles is graphically reflected in the image below: 
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The image on the previous page, which is the Critical Path layout from the Project 
Schedule Update at the end of January, 2022, the installation of the micropiles is 
reflected on the Critical Path, as Activity ID 85164-410130.  At this point in time, Blaine 
and Redstone (1) already contemplated the approximate one-month duration to mobilize 
to the site, install the specified test piles and the time to submit/EOR review the test 
data, and (2) reasonably anticipated a duration of sixty-five (65) work-days, which is 
thirteen (13) weeks for the installation of the Level 0 micropiles.  

The anticipated mobilization, installation, testing and EOR review of the test micropiles 
went as planned, with approval to start “production” micropile installation on March 7, 
2022.  As previously explained, it was soon after this date that both Blaine and Redstone 
began to suffer from the adverse impacts of (1) micropile lengths being longer than 
contemplated in the Contract Documents and (2) grout takes for each micropile being 
significantly greater than the Contract-stipulated 150% of theoretical grout volume. 

Both the length and grout overruns contributed to the Critical Path time delays that 
Blaine and Redstone experienced during this phase of the project.  This was due to (1) 
every minute, hour or day that a drill rig expended time drilling and casing beyond the 
Contract-stipulated forty-five (45) foot depth for any given micropile, there was a minute, 
hour or day lost due to the fact that this drill rig was NOT working on the next micropile, 
and (2) considering that, after the rock socket was finally achieved, the drill rig had to 
remain with the casing throughout the grouting/purging process in order to plunge the 
casing after grout purged to the top of the casing, this resulted in many hours and days 
where significant Critical Path time was lost because the drill rigs were not working on 
the next sequence of micropiles. 

Blaine and Redstone did, however, make good faith efforts to mitigate these negative 
impacts to the Critical Path to the project.  Blaine and Redstone always contemplated 
having two (2) separate drill rigs on the site in order to achieve the originally-planned 13-
week duration for the Level 0 micropiles.  In attempts to minimize the negative impacts 
suffered from the overruns, there were actually three (3) drill rigs on site for May, June 
and July, 2022, with two drill rigs focused on drilling and the smaller, 3rd drill rig focused 
on plunging the casings after the grout purge.  See photo below: 
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Additionally, Blaine attempted to minimize the Critical Path delays by proceeding with 
the commencement of the concrete mat foundation sooner and making smaller than 
originally anticipated concrete placements on it.  In retrospect, that latter effort benefitted 
the project by protecting the exposed subgrade sooner, but it did not aid in expediting 
the completion of the micropile installation work. 

The end result was that the Level 0 micropile planned installation duration of 13-weeks 
ballooned by an additional 11-weeks to a final impacted overall duration of 24-weeks. 

The image below represents the same Project Critical Path layout, this time with the 
additional / impacted 11-weeks’ worth of additional duration inserted and logically tied to 
the end of the original Level 0 micropile installation activity (the predecessor) as well as 
the subsequent follow-on Basement Walls activity (the successor): 

PCO-051, Exhibit 4 is included to provide a summary of the calculation of Blaine’s 
weekly general conditions costs.  To calculate these (weekly) costs, we have included 
actual job cost reporting for a thirty (30) week period, and then prorated each general 
conditions account to determine the weekly cost for labor, including labor burden, and 
equipment / materials consumed.
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In closing, Blaine, Redstone and the time line of this project have all suffered 
significantly as a direct result of these micropile length and grout overruns, both of which 
are beyond Blaine’s or its subcontractor’s control.   
 
We trust that this narrative, the following Pricing Breakdown Form and the included 
Exhibits 1 through 4 provide Hamblen County with the necessary information to 
achieve a full understanding of these impacts and our costs associated with them.  If, 
during your review of this information, you have any questions or need additional 
information, please do not hesitate to contact me so that we can provide it.

Dear Mayor Brittain, 

The purpose of this letter is to inform you of Blaine Construction Corporation’s concerns 
relative to the micropile installation thus far on the project. 

During the initial few weeks of micropile installation we have noted some trends that, if 
continued through the duration of the micropile installation, would have significant cost 
and time impacts to the project. 

From a technical perspective, the two alarming trends that we observed during the 
installation of the Level 1 micropiles were: 

1. An approximate 60% overrun in pile lengths and
2. An approximate 90% overrun in the volume of grout per pile

Although it is relatively early in the micropile installation on the project and there is a 
chance that these overrun trends could reduce, we are obligated to inform you of these 
concerns as they relate to the budget and schedule for the project. 

We did commence installation of the micropiles in the Level 0 basement area this week, 
and the data is looking better thus far.  We will continue to track these items and will 
provide the team with updated / running quantities weekly so that, collectively, we can 
plan and project accordingly.  See Attachment 1 for the current micropile length and 
grout log.

3. Blaine added a note clarifying that there are time impacts associated with the micropile
overages, which were noted on the PCO-023 pricing sheet and that these time impacts
would be presented when the micropile work is complete.

Additionally, Blaine’s letter dated June 15, 2022, which is included as Attachment 2, explicitly 
informed you that there are time and cost impacts associated with the micropile overages 
suffered on the project.

By execution of this Change Order Number 05, it is understood that Blaine has duly informed all 
parties of the time and cost impacts associated with this additional scope and reserves its rights 
to be compensated for both when the full impacts can be determined.

Dear Mayor Brittain, 

The purpose of this letter is to provide you with any update of the overages related to 
micropile installation on the project and also to inform you of our upcoming need to procure 
additional casing materials for quantities that are above and beyond quantities that are 
stipulated in the contract. 

Blaine Construction Corporation (Blaine) initially expressed its concern related to micropile 
length and grout volume overages in its letter dated April 1, 2022, and we have continued to 
provide weekly status updates in order to keep all parties informed about these issues. 

The micropile log updated through last Friday, June 10, 2020 is included as Attachment 1, 
for reference.  As of that date, there were a total of one hundred eleven (111) Type 1 
micropiles completed out of one hundred fifty-two (152) Type 1 micropiles in the contract and 
two hundred seventy-nine (279) Type 2 micropiles completed out of four hundred sixty-three 
(463) Type 2 micropiles in the contract.  Performing a linear projection using the contract
quantities divided by the to-date quantities as a multiplier to the current lineal footage and
grout overages (and underruns, as related to the length of Type 1 micropiles) yields the
following totals when the contract unit prices are applied to them:

The above does not include Blaine’s additional general conditions costs related to the fact 
that these overages are directly related to an approximate two-month delay in Critical Path 
work.  An order of magnitude for these additional general conditions costs would be an 
additional one hundred fifty thousand dollars ($150,000.00). 

The costs noted above are in no way intended to be presented as “final”; the final costs can 
only be accurately determined when the micropiles are 100% complete.  However, at this 
point in the project, with the micropile installation being approximately 63% complete, the 
information above does provide you with the approximate overall impact of these micropile 
overages.  
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As of this date, we have approximately two-weeks’ worth of Type 2 micropile casing on site 
and this casing, when installed, will expend the contract stipulated quantity for the Type 2 
micropiles.  Early next week, we need to begin the process of procurement of additional 
Type 2 micropile casing materials to ensure that the installation crew maintains continuous 
available work. 

Please inform us, in writing, by the close of business on Monday, June 20, 2022, if you have 
any objections to us proceeding with the procurement of the necessary additional casing 
material for the Type 2 micropiles. 

Additionally, we request that a change order in the amount of two hundred thirty thousand 
dollars ($230,000.00) be issued to cover the anticipated additional hard costs of these 
micropile overages, which would enable Blaine and its micropile subcontractor to invoice and 
be paid for those quantities that are above and beyond what is stipulated in the contract. 
Absent this change order, this subcontractor would be working on site and expending 
additional costs for the final (approximately) two months of micropile installation with no 
mechanism to invoice the additional work or be paid for same.  This, coupled with the 
amount of time that it takes to gain Commission approvals needed to issue a change order, 
would likely result in this subcontractor financing these additional costs for a period greater 
than three months, which is an unreasonable amount of time for anyone to expect a 
subcontractor to carry this financial burden. 

Issuance of this initial micropile change order now would ensure that the micropile 
installation is brought to completion without interruption.  We propose to then prepare a 
follow up, reconciliation micropile change order to reflect the final costs associated with 
actual quantities and time impacts.

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RESOLUTION 23-___  

 

TO LEVY AN ADDITIONAL COUNTY-WIDE MOTOR VEHICLE TAX 

 

 WHEREAS, T.C.A. § 5-8-102 authorizes counties to levy a motor vehicle privilege tax, or "wheel tax," as a 

condition precedent to the operation of a motor vehicle within the county; and  

 

 WHEREAS, under the provisions of the 2002 Hamblen County Wheel Tax Referendum the total motor vehicle 

privilege tax in Hamblen County currently is twenty-seven dollars ($27) with proceeds going to any Fund as the Hamblen 

County Legislative Body determines by resolution; and  

 

 WHEREAS, the need for new revenue sources to fund a local paving and road improvements program is great in 

Hamblen County; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the county legislative body of Hamblen County has determined that it is in the best interests of the 

county that an additional motor vehicle privilege tax in the amount of twenty-three dollars ($23) be levied in Hamblen 

County as provided herein, so that the total motor vehicle privilege tax in Hamblen County will be fifty dollars ($50).   

 

  NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the county legislative body of Hamblen County meeting in regular 

session at Morristown, Tennessee, on the 21st day of September, 2023 that:  

 

 SECTION 1. For the privilege of using the public roads and highways in Hamblen County, Tennessee, there is 

levied upon motor-driven vehicles, and upon the privilege of the operation thereof, except motorcycles, motor-driven 

bicycles and scooters, farm tractors, self-propelled farm machines not usually used for operation upon public highways or 

roads, and motor-driven vehicles owned by any governmental agency or governmental instrumentality, and except for 

other exemptions provided by general law, a special privilege tax for the benefit of such county, which tax shall be in the 

amount of twenty-three dollars ($23) for each such motor-driven vehicle, the owner of which resides within said county. 

This tax applies to, is a levy upon, and shall be paid on each motor-driven vehicle, the owner of which resides within said 

county. This tax shall be in addition to all other motor vehicle privilege taxes now levied in Hamblen County. 

 

  SECTION 2. The tax herein levied shall be paid to and collected by the County Clerk of Hamblen County, who 

is authorized by T.C.A. § 67-4-103 to collect such privilege taxes. The County Clerk shall collect this tax at the same time 

he or she collects the state privilege tax levied upon the operation of a motor-driven vehicle over the public highways of 

this state, and all other county motor vehicle privilege taxes levied in Hamblen County. The County Clerk shall deduct a 

fee of five percent (5%), or such higher or lower fee as may from time to time be authorized under T.C.A. § 8-21-701 for 

receiving and paying over county revenue, from the amount of taxes collected and paid over to the County Trustee. 

 

  SECTION 3. Payment of the privilege tax imposed hereunder shall be evidenced by a receipt, issued in 

duplicate by the County Clerk, the original of which shall be kept by the owner of the motor-driven vehicle, and by the 

same decal or emblem issued by the County Clerk to evidence payment of all other motor vehicle privilege taxes levied in 

Hamblen County. 

  

 SECTION 4. The privilege tax or wheel tax herein levied, when paid, together with full, complete and explicit 

performance of and compliance with all provisions of this resolution by the owner, and payment of all other motor vehicle 

privilege taxes levied in Hamblen County, shall entitle the owner of the motor-driven vehicle for which said tax was paid 

and on which the required decal or emblem has been affixed to operate or allow to be operated his vehicle over the streets, 

roads and highways of the county for a period of one (1) year which will run concurrently with the period established by 

T.C.A. § 55-4-104 for state registration fees.  

 

 In the event a wheel tax decal or emblem is sold by the Clerk for a period of more or less than a twelve-month 

period, the tax imposed shall be proportionate to the annual tax fixed for the vehicle and modified in no other manner, 

except that the proportional tax shall be rounded off to the nearest quarter of a dollar. 

 

  SECTION 5. If any motor-driven vehicle, for which all wheel taxes have been paid and the required decal or 

emblem issued and placed thereon, becomes unusable or is destroyed or damaged to the extent that it can no longer be 

operated over the public roads, streets or highways of said county, or in the event that the owner transfers the title to such 

vehicle, or completely removes therefrom and destroys the decal or emblem issued for and placed thereon, and the owner 
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makes proper application to the Clerk for the issuance of a duplicate decal or emblem to be used by the applicant on 

another vehicle for the unexpired term for which the original decal or emblem was issued, and the Clerk is satisfied that 

the applicant is entitled to the issuance of a duplicate decal or emblem and the applicant pays into the hands of the Clerk 

the sum of seven dollars and fifty cents ($7.50), the Clerk will then issue to such owner a duplicate receipt, cancelling the 

original receipt delivered to the Clerk by the applicant, and will deliver to the applicant a duplicate decal or emblem, 

which shall be affixed to the motor-driven vehicle for which it is issued, and such duplicate decal or emblem shall entitle 

the applicant to operate or allow to be operated the vehicle upon the streets, roads, and highways of said county for the 

remainder of the period for which the original decal or emblem was issued. Likewise, in the event a decal or emblem 

becomes obliterated, erased, or defaced, or is destroyed under the provisions of this act, and is therefore illegible and 

unusable by the owner, upon proper application made by the owner and filed with the Clerk, showing such circumstances 

and facts to be true, then the Clerk, upon receipt from the applicant of seven dollars and fifty cents ($7.50), may issue and 

deliver to the applicant a duplicate decal or emblem.  

 

 SECTION 6. The proceeds of the additional $23 motor vehicle privilege tax herein levied shall be placed in the 

County Highway Capital Projects Fund and shall be used to repair and resurface roads, prepare roads and roadbeds for 

resurfacing, install guardrails, stripe roads, repair bridges and provide matching money for state and federal road 

improvements programs (such as the state aid program) for roads whose maintenance is the responsibility of Hamblen 

County Government.  

 

 SECTION 7. If any provision of this resolution or the application thereof to any person or circumstance is held 

invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of this resolution which can be given effect 

without the invalid provision or application, and to that end the provisions of this resolution are declared to be severable. 

 

 SECTION 8. This resolution shall have no effect unless it is approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the County 

Legislative Body of Hamblen County at two (2) consecutive regularly scheduled meetings.  

 

    SECTION 9. For the purpose of approving or rejecting the provisions of this act, it shall be effective upon 

being approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the County Legislative Body of Hamblen County at two (2) consecutive 

regularly scheduled meetings. For the purpose of collection of the tax herein levied, such collection shall begin on the first 

day of January, 2024, unless this resolution is subject to a referendum election pursuant to T.C.A. § 5-8-102, whereupon 

collection of the tax herein levied shall begin on the first day of the month following the month that this resolution is 

approved at a referendum.
